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PASTORS PONDERINGS  PENSAMIENTOS DE NUESTRO PARROCO 

Dear Parishioners,  
  
The trajectory of the Advent season is something 
like that of a space mission:  
  
The first Sunday of Advent begins simply “out in 
the spiritual realm” “in the clouds,” with the Proph-
ets first recognizing that our world is broken and 
beginning to preach that we need the arrival of 
someone, an anointed one, to fix it.  
  
The second Sunday brings us closer to earth.  St. 
John the Baptist, one of the two immediate precur-
sors to Jesus, is introduced, but still “from a dis-
tance,” as “a voice crying out in the wilderness.”  
  
On the third Sunday, we continue to focus on St. 
John the Baptist, but more clearly on his teaching 
that all of us need repentance and that all of us are 
called to do our part in preparing the way for the 
Lord.  
  
Finally, on the fourth Sunday of Advent we are in-
troduced to Mary (and St. Joseph in Cycle A), the 
other immediate precursor(s) to Jesus, the 
“landing ground” or the “immediate context” by 
which Jesus comes into the world.  
  
I use this imagery intentionally because central to 
the Mystery of Christ’s incarnation, whose celebra-
tion at Christmas we are now preparing for, is the 
premise that God, existing in the spiritual / heaven-
ly realm (at its base “somewhere else”) decides to 
enter into our realm, and in doing so “travels” from 
that spiritual realm and incarnates himself in our 
own here on earth.  
  
The prayer and meditation of spiritual masters like 
the prophets offer a means of communicating be-
tween the two realms, spiritual and physical, but it 
is Jesus who, the second person of the Divine 
Trinity, passes from that spiritual realm and be-
comes one of us in our own.    
  
Yes. it is a great mystery, but it is what we are pre-
paring to celebrate (and re-
flect on) during the Season 
of Christmas.  May our re-
flection on this great mys-
tery of Christ’s coming bring 
us ever closer to him!

La trayectoria del tiempo de Adviento es algo así 
como la de una misión espacial:  
  
El primer domingo de Adviento comienza simple-
mente "en el reino espiritual" "en las nubes", con 
los Profetas reconociendo por primera vez que 
nuestro mundo está roto y empezando a predicar 
que necesitamos la llegada de alguien, un ungido, 
para arreglarlo.  
  
El segundo domingo nos acerca a la tierra.  San 
Juan Bautista, uno de los dos precursores inme-
diatos de Jesús, es presentado, pero todavía 
"desde lejos", como "una voz que clama en el de-
sierto".  
  
El tercer domingo, seguimos centrándonos en 
San Juan Bautista, pero más claramente en su 
enseñanza de que todos necesitamos arrepentir-
nos y de que todos estamos llamados a poner de 
nuestra parte para preparar el camino al Señor.  
  
Por último, el cuarto domingo de Adviento se nos 
presenta a María (y a San José en el Ciclo A), el 
otro precursor o precursores inmediatos de Jesús, 
el "terreno de aterrizaje" o el "contexto inmediato" 
por el que Jesús viene al mundo.  
  
Utilizo estas imágenes intencionadamente porque 
el misterio de la encarnación de Cristo, cuya cele-
bración en Navidad nos estamos preparando aho-
ra, se basa en la premisa de que Dios, que existe 
en el reino espiritual / celestial (en su base "en 
otro lugar") decide entrar en nuestro reino, y al 
hacerlo "viaja" desde ese reino espiritual y se en-
carna en el nuestro aquí en la tierra.  
  
La oración y la meditación de maestros espiritua-
les como los profetas ofrecen un medio de comu-
nicación entre los dos reinos, espiritual y físico, 
pero es Jesús quien, segunda persona de la Divi-
na Trinidad, pasa de ese reino espiritual y se hace 
uno de nosotros en el nuestro.    
  
Sí, es un gran misterio, pero es lo que nos dispo-
nemos a celebrar (y a reflexionar) durante el tiem-
po de Navidad.  Que nuestra reflexión sobre este 
gran misterio de la venida de Cristo nos acerque 
cada vez más a Él.
