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PASTORS PONDERINGS

PENSAMIENTOS DE NUESTRO PARROCO

Dear Parishioners,

We find ourselves now in the beginning of our long
stretch of Ordinary Time, which is both a time of greater
relaxation in our practice of the faith as well as focusing
on both the big questions of our lives as well as the day
to day.

The Readings for this Sunday, which focus on a
common temptation that we all can face — assigning
blame for “problems” — fit then the spirit of this time of
year perfectly.

Yes, when in doubt, we’re often tempted to find
someone to blame for our difficulties.

We hear this in the very first chapters of Genesis: After
transgressing against God’s expressed if all considered
still relatively small commandment — don’t eat from the
fruit of the tree of knowledge — when caught, both Adam
and then Eve, seek to shift blame away from them:
Adam blames “the woman” (Eve), Eve blames “the
snake.”

Similarly, a commission of scribes and priests comes out
“to investigate” this new preacher named Jesus who’s
been starting to get a name for himself across the
Galilean hinterlands and ... they blame the devil for his
apparent success in healing people and so forth.

Again, it’s a common temptation to find fault and assign
blame when something or someone unexpected comes
around.

Yet, as Jesus notes, healing comes from the Holy Spirit.
To find fault in good works, good outcomes, is to find
fault in the Holy Spirit itself. And that should be a
problem.

Finally, even in that Original Sin of which the first
chapters of Genesis talks. I’ve long come to the
conclusion that the Original Sin wasn’t that the two ate
from the tree that God had nominally told them not to.
But that they chose to try to hide it when they did.

God place the tree in the middle of the garden, God
made the fruit enticing. If it was truly dangerous, he
would have put it at the edge of the garden with a big
fence and warning signs all around it. So the test wasn’t
so much the eating of the fruit but rather the reaction
afterwards.

Let us trust God that God would understand or could be
made to understand if we did something that nominally
went against what we thought he wanted us to do.

Las Lecturas de este Domingo, que se centran en una
tentacion comun que todos podemos enfrentar —asignar
culpas por los “problemas”— encajan perfectamente con el
espiritu de esta época del afo.

Si, en caso de duda, a menudo nos sentimos tentados a
buscar a alguien a quien culpar de nuestras dificultades.

Escuchamos esto en los primeros capitulos del Génesis:
Después de transgredir el mandamiento de Dios
expresado por todos, todavia relativamente pequefio (no
comer del fruto del arbol del sabiduria), cuando son
sorprendidos, tanto Adan como Eva, buscan poner la
culpa a otros: Adan culpa a “la mujer” (Eva), Eva culpa a
“la serpiente”.

De manera similar, una comision de escribas y sacerdotes
sale “a investigar” a este nuevo predicador llamado Jesus
que ha estado comenzando a hacerse un nombre en
Galilea y... culpan al diablo por su aparente éxito en
curar a la gente, etc.

De nuevo, es una gran tentacion buscar fallas y culpar a
alguien cuando surge algo o alguien inesperado.

Pero como sefiala Jesus, la sanacion proviene del Espiritu
Santo. Encontrar fallas en las buenas obras, en los buenos
resultados, es encontrar fallas en el Espiritu Santo mismo.
Y eso deberia ser un problema.

Finalmente, incluso en ese Pecado Original del que
hablan los primeros capitulos del Génesis. Hace tiempo
que llegué a la conclusion de que el pecado original no
fue que los dos comieran del arbol que Dios
nominalmente les habia dicho que no comieran, sino que
optaron por intentar ocultarlo cuando lo hicieron.

Dios puso el arbol en medio del jardin, Dios hizo que el
fruto fuera atractivo. Si fuera realmente peligroso, lo
habria puesto al borde del jardin con una gran valla y
seflales de advertencia a su alrededor. Entonces la prueba
no fue tanto comer la fruta sino mas bien la reaccion
posterior.

Confiemos en Dios en que Dios entenderia o podria
hacerse entender si hiciéramos algo que nominalmente
iba en contra de lo que pensabamos que €l queria que
hiciéramos.
