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PASTORS PONDERINGS  PENSAMIENTOS DE NUESTRO PARROCO 

Dear Parishioners, 
 
This Sunday, we celebrate the Feast of St. Philip Benizi, 
(the actual feast day falls on Aug. 23rd ) one of three Feasts 
that we are allowed to Celebrate at our Sunday Masses by 
the Diocese.  The two others are the Feast of Our Lady of 
Sorrows (on the Sunday closest to Sept 15th ) and the Feast 
of the Seven Holy Founders (on the Sunday closest to Feb. 
17th as long as the feast does not fall during Lent, which 
often it does). 
 
By tradition, St. Philip Benizi died at the Servite  
community in Todi, Italy, on August, 22nd, the Feast Day of 
the Coronation of the B.V. Mary, an auspicious day no 
doubt for a Servant of Mary!  Hence, his feast day is  
celebrated in the Servite Order on the day afterwards, hence 
on August 23rd. 
 
To the Servite Friars, St. Philip Benizi was extremely  
important, sometimes called the 8th Holy Founder.  By  
tradition, he had his hand in almost every aspect of the  
Order’s Founding.  By lovely tradition, as a three year old, 
he gave the order its very name.  Watching the Seven Holy 
Founders pass by his house as, he called out: “Behold the 
Servants of Mary!”   The Order’s founding year 1233  
corresponds to the year of St. Philip Benizi’s birth.  When 
asked why the Servants of Mary wear a habit which looks 
just like the habit of the Dominican Order, only that it is 
black, St. Philip Benizi responded that this was because the 
Servants of Mary honor “the widowhood of Mary,”  
cementing the Order’s primary devotion to Our Lady of 
Sorrows.  Finally, he in fact was able to get the Order  
approved, if at least on a temporary basis, by the Holy 
See.  So St. Philip Benizi is beloved by the Servite Order. 
 
Here at the Parish, St. Philip Benizi’s feast day falls at a 
convenient time at the end of the summer.  School has 
largely begun – we blessed backpacks a few weeks 
go.  And we always commemorate the Feast Day with a 
Parish Picnic. 
 
Hence the day is remembered here always with a smile. 
 
We remember it in other ways as well.  We pray a  
Triduum, in preparation.  On the feast day, we remember 
with a prayer service about his life, which actually helps us 
to appreciate that not only was he a saint of the order, but 
he also could easily have been a parishioner!   We bless 
bread and water as well, because wherever he found  
himself, both food and drink seemed to appear. 
 
But above all we remember him as one who in his own 
simple way brought the Joy of the Gospel to both the  
Servites and those around him.  Happy Feast Day to all!

Queridos Feligreses: 
 

Este Domingo celebramos la Festividad de San Felipe 
Benizi (la festividad cae el 23 de Agosto), una de las tres 
fiestas que la diócesis nos permite celebrar en nuestras 
misas dominicales. Las otras dos son la Festividad de 
Nuestra Señora de los Dolores (el domingo más cercano 
al 15 de Septiembre) y la de los Siete Santos Fundadores 
(el domingo más cercano al 17 de febrero, si la festividad 
no caiga durante la Cuaresma, que a veces pasa). 
 

Según la tradición, San Felipe Benizi murió en la  
comunidad de los Siervos de Todi, Italia, el 22 de Agosto, 
el día de la Coronación de la Virgen María, sin duda ¡un 
día auspicioso para un Siervo de María! Por lo tanto, su 
festividad se celebra en la Orden Servita el día siguiente, 
es decir, el 23 de Agosto. 
 

Para los Frailes Siervos de Maria, San Felipe Benizi era 
muy importante, a veces llamado el octavo Santo  
Fundador. Según la tradición, intervino en casi todos los 
aspectos de la fundación de la Orden. Según una cariñosa 
tradición, cuando tenía solo tres años, le dio a la orden su 
nombre. A al ver a los Siete Santos Fundadores pasar por 
su casa, gritó: “¡He aquí los Siervos de María!”. El año de 
fundación de la Orden, 1233, corresponde al año del  
nacimiento de San Felipe Benizi. Cuando se le preguntó 
por qué los Siervos de María se vesten en un hábito que 
se parece al de la Orden Dominicana, solo que es negro, 
San Felipe Benizi respondió que esto se debía a que los 
Siervos de María honran “la viudez de María”,  
consolidando la devoción primaria de la Orden a Nuestra 
Señora de los Dolores. Finalmente, él logró que la Orden 
fuera aprobada, aunque fuera de manera temporal, por la 
Santa Sede. Por eso San Felipe Benizi es bien amado por 
la Orden Sierva. 
 

Aquí en la parroquia, la festividad de San Felipe Benizi 
cae en un momento conveniente al final del verano. La 
escuela ha comenzado en gran medida; bendecimos las 
mochilas hace unas semanas. Y siempre conmemoramos 
la festividad con un picnic parroquial. 
 

Por eso, aquí siempre recordamos el día con una sonrisa. 
 

También lo recordamos de otras maneras. Rezamos un 
Triduo, como preparación. El día de la festividad, 
 recordamos con un servicio de oración sobre su vida, lo 
que nos ayuda a apreciar que no solo fue un santo de la 
orden, sino que también podría haber sido un feligrés a 
nuestra parroquia. También bendecimos el pan y el agua, 
porque dondequiera que se encontraba, parecían aparecer 
tanto la comida como la bebida. 
 
Pero sobre todo lo recordamos como alguien que trajo en 
su manera la alegría del Evangelio tanto a los Siervos 
como a quienes lo rodeaban. ¡Feliz día de fiesta a todos!
