PENSAMIENTOS DE NUESTRO PARROCO

Dear Parishioners,

This Sunday, we end our Liturgical Year with the
Solemnity of Christ the King. Next Sunday, a new
Liturgical Year begins with the First Sunday of Advent.

That the Church chooses to end its Liturgical Year with this
celebration of Christ the King of the Universe reminds us
that as Christians, ultimately our lives ought to be directed
to him.

It is particularly poignant this year that the Feast of Christ
the King falls on the same day, November 24", on which
we now ordinarily celebrate the Memorial for Bl. Miguel
Augustin Pro, S.J. one of the Martyrs Mexican Revolution /
Cristero period of the last century. The last words that he
called out before being shot by a firing squad for his faith
were: “Viva Cristo Rey (Long live Christ the King)!”

We all hope that we will not be put to the test for our faith
in such a way. Yet, we should be able to testify to our faith
in both our words and our actions, and to give up our lives
for it, if need be.

Why would we want to do so? Well, if there is nothing that
we become willing to stand for, then our lives become
meaningless. Death comes to us all, and if we stood for
nothing in this life, we will certainly be forgotten soon after
we are gone.

Now various causes, among them would be Jesus, can give
our lives meaning. The difference between the other causes
and Jesus is that the other causes will die as well.

Jesus as the Son of God, Creator and sustainer of all that
there is, will not. Last Sunday, we heard Jesus tell his
people that ultimately even the Heavens and the Earth will
pass away, but his words will not.

What did he mean by that? Even religions die. One can go
to the ruins of the Temple of Delphi in Greece, or to the
pyramids of Teotihuacan outside of Mexico City. The
cults / religions for whom these places were meaningful are
long gone.

But Jesus appears to be even more basic than that. We
worship the Creator of the Universe, but also one who we
understand, despite his Greatness, or perhaps because of his
Greatness, wished to share life with us. Perhaps some day
our descendants may call Jesus by a different name. Still
Jesus’ message that the Creator of the Universe would also
Care, is a message that will not and probably can not die.

Happy Feast of Christ the King!

Estimados Feligreses:

Este Domingo nuestro Afio Litirgico se acaba con la
Solemnidad de Cristo Rey. El proximo domingo, un nuevo
Afio Litirgico comienza con el Primer Domingo de
Adpviento.

Que la Iglesia haya elegido terminar su Afio Litirgico con
esta celebracion de Cristo Rey del Universo nos recuerda
que, como cristianos, en tltima instancia nuestras vidas
deben estar dirigidas a él.

Es particularmente conmovedor este afio que la Fiesta de
Cristo Rey caiga el mismo dia, el 24 de noviembre, en el
que ahora celebramos ordinariamente la Memoria del

Beato Miguel Agustin Pro, S.J., uno de los Martires de la
Revolucién Mexicana/Periodo Cristero del siglo pasado. Las
ultimas palabras que pronuncio6 antes de ser fusilado por su
fe fueron: “jViva Cristo Rey!”.

Todos esperamos que nuestra fe no seamos puestos a prueba
de esa manera. Sin embargo, deberiamos ser capaces de dar
testimonio de nuestra fe tanto con nuestras palabras como
con nuestras acciones, y de entregar nuestras vidas por ella,
si fuera necesario.

(Por qué querriamos hacerlo? Bueno, si no hay nada por lo
que estemos dispuestos a luchar, entonces nuestras vidas
pierden sentido. La muerte nos llega a todos, y si no
defendimos nada en esta vida, seguramente seremos
olvidados poco después de que nos vayamos.

Ahora bien, varias causas, entre ellas Jesus, pueden dar
sentido a nuestras vidas. La diferencia entre las otras causas
y JesUs es que las otras causas también moriran.

Jestis, como Hijo de Dios, Creador y sustentador de todo lo
que existe, no morira. El domingo pasado, escuchamos a
Jesus decirle a su pueblo que, en ultima instancia, incluso
los Cielos y la Tierra pasaran, pero sus palabras no pasaran.

(,Qué quiso decir con eso? Incluso las religiones mueren.
Uno puede ir a las ruinas del Templo de Delfos en Grecia, o
a las pirdmides de Teotihuacan en las afueras de la Ciudad
de México. Los cultos/religiones para los que estos lugares
eran significativos desaparecieron hace mucho tiempo.

Pero Jesus parece ser incluso mas basico que eso. Adoramos
al Creador del Universo, pero también a aquel que
entendemos que, a pesar de su Grandeza, o quizas por su
Grandeza, quiso compartir su vida con nosotros. Tal vez
alglin dia nuestros descendientes puedan llamar a Jesus con
un nombre diferente. Aun asi, el mensaje de Jesus de que el
Creador del Universo también se preocuparia por nosotros
€s un mensaje que no morira y probablemente no pueda
morir.
