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PASTORS PONDERINGS  PENSAMIENTOS DE NUESTRO PARROCO 

Dear Parishioners, 
 
This Sunday, with the celebration of the Descent of the 
Holy Spirit, Pentecost, we conclude the Easter Season.  
There will be both feast days immediately following 
(Mary, Mother of the Church, celebrated on Monday, 
right after Pentecost) as well as others celebrated on the 
Sundays following (Trinity Sunday, celebrated next  
Sunday and Corpus Christi, celebrated the following 
Sunday).  However, the Easter Season itself solemnly 
ends today. 
 
There is so much rich imagery present in this feast.   
Perhaps the most important is that of the Church itself – 
as the Body of Christ, animated by the Holy Spirit –  
becoming the final manifestation of the Risen Jesus. 
 
And when the Church came out of its “locked room,” its 
de facto tomb, into the world, it sought to preach the 
Gospel to the whole world. 
 
We will be celebrating this in a particularly joyful way 
this year with our “mini fest” (Food Fair with various 
kinds of Entertainment and our grand Raffle).  
 
Jesus really did come for us all, no matter what culture 
we may come from, no matter what hobbies or interests 
we may have. 
 
I’ve long believed that the model for the Church, and 
indeed of a Good Parish is that of the “mustard seed” 
that “grows into a bush” large enough for “all the birds 
of the air to find a nest.” 
 
We are a lovely and remarkably diverse parish, with 
people coming from such exotic places as a Ohio and 
Zacatecas, Nebraska and Manila, Islands of Flowers, 
Jakarta and Central Bohemia, from places already named 
Belen and places whose names almost all of us would 
have difficulty pronouncing and whose days of import 
are yet to come.  
 
We have musicians and scouts, computer geeks and  
florists, hair stylists and engineers, Chivas fans and 
Dodgers fans, and a fair number of fishermen and war 
Veterans. 
 
Today is our day, and God bless you all!
