PENSAMIENTOS DE NUESTRO PARROCO

Dear Parishioners,

This Sunday we celebrate the Third Sunday of Ordinary
Time, which is now also called “Word of God Sunday.”

The Readings generally recall the initial happenings of
Jesus’ Ministry, in the case this year, of Jesus’ call of his
first disciples.

Most of us know the passage well, and we marvel at
Jesus’ charisma as he we hear that passing by the shore
of the Sea of Galilee , he met two sets of fishermen —
Simon Peter and his brother Andrew, and James and
John — that he called them and boom, they dropped
everything, and followed him, the latter two leaving their
father in their boat.

Was it wise for them to do so? Well, we give thanks to
God for their sake (and, it turns out ours), that they
chose well. But certainly making life decisions like this
generally involves discernment. I myself chuckle that
none of those four asked to do a 30-day Ignatian Retreat
before making such a momentous decision!

Still the story here is a reminder to us that as we read the
Scriptures we do so with discernment, and appropriate
prudence. There are certainly times in our lives when
we have to take a leap of faith into the unknown. Still,
those times should be rare. If we’re constantly jumping
into the unknown, that is indicative of a problem and not
taking the gift of our lives seriously.

Neither should a decision be simply “good for us.”
Indeed, we live in a time when the highest value often
seems to be self-actualization or self-fulfillment. If
nothing else, the lessons of the last several years ought
to have been that there are an enormous number of
problems in the world around us that do need to be
solved. If we just retreat inward, a lot of people around
us are going to be hurt, and indeed are being hurt.

Sometimes, indeed, we have to drop our nets to follow
Jesus. And remember too that God who does know our
hearts promises us that “even the one who gives another
a cup of water” will not remain without his reward. So
in the end our acts of faith will find their reward.

Queridos Feligreses:

Este Domingo celebramos el Tercer Domingo del Tiempo
Ordinario, que ahora también se llama “Domingo de la
Palabra de Dios”.

Las lecturas generalmente recuerdan los inicios del
ministerio de Jesus, y en este caso, el llamado de sus
primeros discipulos.

La mayoria de nosotros conocemos bien este pasaje y nos
maravillamos del carisma de Jesus al escuchar que,
pasando por la orilla del Mar de Galilea, se encontr6 con
dos grupos de pescadores: Simon Pedro y su hermano
Andrés, y Santiago y Juan. Los llamé y, de repente, lo
dejaron todo y lo siguieron, los tltimos dejando a su
propio padre en la barca.

(Fue una decision acertada? Damos gracias a Dios por
ellos (y, resulta que también por nosotros), porque
eligieron bien. Pero, sin duda, tomar decisiones
importantes en la vida como esta generalmente requiere
discernimiento. jSiempre me sonrio con el pensamiento
que ninguno de los cuatro pidiera hacer un retiro
Ignaciano de 30 dias antes de tomar una decision tan
importante como esa!

Sin embargo, esta historia nos recuerda que, al leer las
Escrituras, debemos hacerlo con discernimiento y
prudencia. Ciertamente, hay momentos en nuestras vidas
en los que tenemos que dar un salto de fe hacia lo
desconocido. Aun asi, esos momentos deberian ser
excepcionales. Si constantemente nos lanzamos a lo
desconocido, esto indica un problema y que no estamos
tomando en serio el don de nuestra vida.

Tampoco una decision debe ser simplemente “buena para
nosotros”. De hecho, vivimos en una época en la que el
valor supremo parece ser la autorrealizacion o la
satisfaccion personal. Si algo nos han ensefiado los
ultimos afios es que existen muchisimos problemas en el
mundo que necesitan solucion. Si nos encerramos en
nosotros mismos, muchas personas a nuestro alrededor
sufriran, y de hecho, ya estan sufriendo.

A veces, en efecto, tenemos que dejar nuestras redes para
seguir a Jesus. Y recordemos también que Dios, que
conoce nuestros corazones, nos promete que “ni siquiera
el que da un vaso de agua” quedara sin recompensa. Asi
que, al final, nuestros actos de fe encontraran su
recompensa.
