really Advent. 
 

What is Advent? This is a period of preparation for the  
remembrance of Jesus' first coming and our personal  
encounter with Jesus at our death. During Advent we  

prepare for our personal encounter by reflecting on our 
lives, our spirituality, our prayer life, and our relationship 

with God. 
 

For most of us, we are going about our daily lives with little 
or no emphasis on our relationship with God. We go to 

Mass once a week and feel smugly that we are doing all we 
need to do to claim our heavenly reward. Unfortunately, 

that is a one-way ticket in the wrong direction. 
 

We were put on this Earth to love God and our neighbor.  
 

We cannot do that when we are totally focused on  
ourselves. Advent is our chance to stop, take a hard look 

at our lives and decide what is truly important. 
 

During Advent, we will visit several ways to renew our  
enthusiasm for our Faith and focus our goal of an eternal 

life with God in Heaven. 
 

It will not be an easy journey for some us who have  
forgotten how sinful we are. It will not be an easy journey 
for those of us who have a long history of living our faith 

focused on Sunday Mass. 
 

Since we live in a secular world, Christmas has a secular 
observance as well. One of social gathering and  

friendship. That is wonderful and not to be ignored.  
 

The important issue is to separate the spiritual from the 
secular and to make Advent a true renewal. 

 
To begin, establish of place of silence to be alone with 

God. Ask yourself is God working in your live? Be alert to 
any small instance where God was present.
