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PASTORS PONDERINGS  PENSAMIENTOS DE NUESTRO PARROCO 

2nd Sunday in Advent 
 
 
Last week, Advent was described and a period of 
renewal of our Faith and focus. That is easily said 
but in practice time and work are involved. 
 
Like every task we undertake, we first must make 
an appraisal of our current situation. Where am I 
and where do I need to go. From a spiritual  
standpoint, we need to be truthful and open to 
recognize our own sinfulness. I have heard adults 
say they never went to Reconciliation because they 
never sin. My advice to them is to buy a house in 
Death Valley so they can get accustomed to the 
heat. 
 
As we go forward with Advent, we need to  
understand we all have had broken moments in our 
lives. Recognize the past is gone and forgiven. We 
must live in the "Now" and open our hearts to God. 
God is calling each of us. Our sinfulness is  
silencing God's call. 
 
None of us truly understand how sinful we are. The 
reason is simple. We never take the time to examine 
our conscience and ask God to make us aware of 
our transgressions. At the end of the day go to your 
place of silence and recall every person you  
interacted with via in person or on the phone. Were 
you kind or abrupt? What actions did you take for 
yourself or others? Did you spend any time with 
God? 
 
Don't leave anything out. Next, open your mind and 
heart to the Holy Spirit and ask God to point out 
during that day when you were sinful. If you are 
sincere, you will see the side of you that God sees 
and not the one you believe is you. 
 
Action: Practice this each night and conclude 
with an Act of Contrition

La semana pasada se describió el Adviento como un 
periodo de renovación de nuestra Fe y enfoque. Eso 
se puede decir fácilmente, pero en la práctica hay 
tiempo y trabajo implicado. 
 
Como en toda tarea que emprendemos, primero  
debemos hacer una evaluación de nuestra situación 
actual. ¿Dónde estoy y a dónde tengo que ir? Desde 
un punto de vista espiritual, necesitamos ser  
verdaderos y abiertos a reconocer nuestra propia  
pecaminosidad. He oído a adultos decir que nunca 
fueron a la Reconciliación porque nunca pecaron. Mi 
consejo para ellos es que compren una casa en el  
Valle de la Muerte para que se acostumbren al calor. 
 
A medida que avanzamos con el Adviento, debemos 
entender que todos hemos tenido momentos rotos en 
nuestras vidas. Reconoce que el pasado se ha ido y 
es perdonado. Debemos vivir en el "Ahora" y abrir 
nuestro corazón a Dios. Dios nos está llamando a 
cada uno de nosotros. Nuestra pecaminosidad  
silencia el llamado de Dios. 
 
Ninguno de nosotros entiende realmente lo pecador 
que somos. La razón es sencilla. Nunca nos  
tomamos el tiempo para examinar nuestra conciencia 
y pedirle a Dios que nos haga conscientes de  
nuestras transgresiones. Al final del día, ve a tu lugar 
de silencio y recuerda a cada persona con la que has 
interactuado en persona o por teléfono. ¿Fuiste  
amable o brusco? ¿Qué acciones tomaste por ti o por 
otros? ¿Pasaste tiempo con Dios? 
 
No te dejes nada. Después, abre tu mente y tu  
corazón al Espíritu Santo y pide a Dios que te señale 
durante ese día cuándo fuiste pecador. Si eres  
sincero, verás el lado de ti que Dios ve y no el que 
crees que eres tú.
