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PASTORS PONDERINGS  PENSAMIENTOS DE NUESTRO PARROCO 

Dear Parishioners, 
 
It always amazes me how quickly time flies during this 
part of the season.  Last Sunday, we were still  
celebrating the 4th Sunday of Advent.  To be sure, the 
Gospel Reading is always about the Holy Family – Mary 
or Joseph in the months before getting married and  
before the arrival of Jesus.  But a week later we gather, 
and everything is different. 
 
Yes, our focus this Sunday as last is on the Holy Family.  
But now, they are together, with Jesus in their midst, the 
quite dramatic story of Jesus’ birth remembered, indeed 
celebrated, in the days before.  Pretty much every couple 
remembers how “life changed” with their getting  
married and then the entry in their world of their first 
child.  The Holy Family had that experience as well! 
 
Since we are, indeed, in the midst of the celebration of 
Christmas, it is good always to remember that it is  
divided into two parts, ideally, like this year into two 
Octaves: 
 
The first part, which begins with the celebration of the 
Solemnity of the Nativity of the Lord (Christmas) on 
December 25th, continues this Sunday, with the Feast of 
the Holy Family of Jesus, Mary and Joseph, and ends on 
January 1st with the Solemnity of Mary, the Mother of 
God, underlines Jesus’ humanity, that he entered the 
world just like everyone one of us – born as a baby, in 
the context of a family, people to care for him, and with 
human mother. 
 
The second part of the Christmas Season, which will 
begin with the Solemnity of the Epiphany of the Lord 
and end with his Baptism, reminds us of Jesus’ Divinity, 
that he may have entered the world like all of us, but he 
was also more than us. 
 
Both halves of the Mystery of Christ – his humanity and 
his Divinity – are important for us to contemplate.   But 
for the moment we focus on Jesus’ humanity: it was 
_central_ to Jesus’ project that he entered the world in 
the context of a family.   Why do you think that would 
be?  What are the challenges in our own families that we 
have to negotiate, forgive or even overcome?   What 
help we need to heal our own families and help us to 
appreciate better those closest among us?   
 
Happy Feast of the Holy Family!

Queridos Feligreses: 
 
Siempre me asombra lo rápido que pasa el tiempo en esta 
parte del año. El Domingo pasado todavía celebrábamos 
el Cuarto Domingo de Adviento. Cierto, la lectura del 
Evangelio ya trata sobre la Sagrada Familia: María o José 
en los meses antes de su boda y antes del nacimiento de 
Jesús. Pero una semana después nos reunimos, y todo es 
diferente. 
 
Sí, nuestro enfoque este domingo, como el anterior, es la 
Sagrada Familia. Pero ahora son casados, con Jesús en 
medio de ellos, recordando y celebrando la conmovedora 
historia del nacimiento de Jesús en los días previos. Casi 
todas las parejas recuerdan cómo "cambió la vida" con su 
matrimonio y luego con la llegada de su primer hijo. ¡La 
Sagrada Familia también vivió esa experiencia! 
 
Dado que nos encontramos en plena celebración de la 
Navidad, es bueno recordar que se divide en dos partes, 
idealmente, como este año, en dos octavas: 
 
La primera parte, que comienza con la Solemnidad de la 
Natividad del Señor (Navidad) el 25 de Diciembre,  
continúa este Domingo con la Festividad de la Sagrada 
Familia de Jesús, María y José, y termina el 1 de Enero 
con la Solemnidad de María, Madre de Dios, y subraya la 
humanidad de Jesús, que entró en el mundo como  
cualquiera de nosotros: nacido como un bebé, en el seno 
de una familia, con personas responsables para cuidarlo, 
y con una madre humana. 
 
La segunda parte del tiempo de Navidad, que comenzará 
con la Solemnidad de la Epifanía del Señor y terminará 
con su Bautismo, nos recuerda la Divinidad de Jesús, que 
si bien entró en el mundo como todos nosotros, también 
era más que nosotros. 
 
Ambas partes del Misterio de Cristo —su humanidad y su 
Divinidad— son importantes para nuestra contemplación. 
Pero por el momento nos centramos en la humanidad de 
Jesús: fue fundamental para el proyecto de Jesús que  
entrara en el mundo en el contexto de una familia. ¿Por 
qué creen que quería experimentar esta parte de nuestra 
vida? ¿Cuáles son los desafíos en nuestras propias  
familias que debemos afrontar, perdonar y superar? ¿Qué 
ayuda necesitamos para sanar nuestras familias y para 
apreciar mejor a nuestros seres queridos?
