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PASTORS PONDERINGS  PENSAMIENTOS DE NUESTRO PARROCO 

Dear Parishioners, 
 
We find ourselves in a Second Sunday in a Deep Dive 
into Jesus’ Sermon on the Mount  We are told: 
 
"You are the salt of the earth. 
But if salt loses its taste, with what can it be sea-
soned? 
 
You are the Light of the World: A city set on a hill 
cannot be hidden, nor does anyone light a lamp and 
then put it under a bushel basket, but on a lampstand. 
 
Just so, your light must shine before all, so that they 
may see your good deeds and glorify your heavenly 
Father." 
 
I said this repeatedly during my time at St. Philip 
Benizi: We were not created as ants, nor as clones but 
as human beings.  As such, though human, we are all 
a bit different from each other, and all of us have gifts 
which help us to complete each other. 
 
We have artists, we have musicians, we have thinkers, 
we have sportsmen, cooks and carpenters.   Everyone 
is able to contribute something that the others could 
not or with much greater difficulty. 
 
It is therefore important that all of us develop our  
talents, and find a way to contribute to the building of 
the Kingdom of God. 
 
Our Church has also been blessed with any number of 
spiritualities expressing God’s love for us. 
 
In recent weeks, I’ve been touched by the example of 
St. Francis de Sales, who growing up at a time when 
Calvinism and the concept of “predestination”  was in 
vogue.  As a college student, attending a lecture on the 
topic, he first depressed himself, believing that he 
might be “predestined for hell.”  But sticking with his 
reflection on God, he arrived at the conclusion that a 
loving God could not do that, and became the author 
of an entire spirituality of kindness, gentleness and 
hope.   
 
All of us have a purpose, all of us are loved by God.  
Let us find our way to shine God’s love to others,

Nos encontramos en el segundo Domingo de una  
profunda reflexión sobre el Sermón de la Montaña de 
Jesús.

Lo dije muchas veces durante mi tiempo en San Felipe 
Benizi: No fuimos creados como hormigas ni como  
clones, sino como seres humanos. Como tales, aunque 
humanos, todos somos un poco diferentes entre sí, y  
todos tenemos dones que nos ayudan a complementarnos. 
 
Tenemos artistas, músicos, pensadores, deportistas,  
cocineros y carpinteros. Cada uno puede aportar algo que 
los demás no podrían o lo harían con mucha mayor  
dificultad. 
 
Por lo tanto, es importante que todos desarrollemos  
nuestros talentos y buscamos la manera de contribuir a la 
construcción del Reino de Dios. 
 
Nuestra Iglesia también ha sido bendecida con  
numerosas espiritualidades que expresan el amor de Dios 
por nosotros. 
 
En las últimas semanas, me ha conmovido el ejemplo de 
San Francisco de Sales, quien creció en una época en que 
el calvinismo y el concepto de «predestinación» estaban 
de moda. Siendo estudiante universitario, al asistir a una 
platica sobre el tema, se deprimió al creer que podría es-
tar «predestinado al infierno». Pero, perseverando en su 
reflexión sobre Dios, llegó a la conclusión de que un Dios 
que nos ama no podría hacer eso, y se convirtió en el  
autor de toda una espiritualidad de bondad, dulzura y  
esperanza.  
 
Todos tenemos un propósito, todos somos amados por 
Dios. Encontremos la manera de irradiar el amor de Dios 
a los demás.
