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PASTORS PONDERINGS  PENSAMIENTOS DE NUESTRO PARROCO 

Dear Parishioners,  
 
This Weekend, we celebrate one of three Servite  
Celebrations – that of the Seven Holy Founders (feast 
day, Feb. 17th) -- that the Diocese lets us celebrate on 
Sundays when we find ourselves in Ordinary Time.  The 
other two are the Feast of St. Philip Benizi (on the  
Sunday closest to Aug. 23rd) and Our Lady of Sorrows 
(on the Sunday closest to Sept.15th). 
 
We of course remember the Servites as having been  
created by a community of seven (holy) founders.  As 
such, Community, belonging, recognizing and 
incorporating even celebrating our diversity has been 
part of our Order’s patrimony from the beginning. 
 
At our Parish, we have four active ethnic groups –  
Anglos, Latinos, Indonesians and Filipinos – and we 
learn and complement each other.   
 
At our Valentine’s Day dinner dance, being held on  
Saturday, our food will include – Birria, Fajitas from the 
Mexican American community and Pansit (essentially 
Filipino chow mein) as well as a classic Anglo-European 
cake for dessert.  The music will be of a variety as well.  
 
Last week the Filipino community led our first Parish 
bingo night in many years.  Next Sunday, the Indonesian 
community invites us all to its celebration of the Lunar 
New Year, complete with the Lion / Dragon Dancers. 
 
We have a Mexican danza group that escorts the image 
of Our Lady of Guadalupe into the sanctuary during the 
OLG Novena.  Since the beginning of January, we now 
have an Indonesian led “St. Michael’s at St. Philip 
Benizi” Martial Arts group meeting on Fridays  
promising to give a Christian “Knightly” spin – think of 
the Knights of the Holy Sepulcher, the Knights of Malta 
-- to this very East Asian tradition (all those Christian 
medieval knightly orders, followed the Rule of  
St. Augustine, as continue the Servites today). 
 
Our Women’s Council continues to produce lovely,  
inspiring celebrations evoking on a monthly basis some 
of the most beautiful Anglo-European traditions.   
 
The Seven Holy Founders would be proud.  And happy 
Feast Day to all!

Estimados Feligreses: 
 

Este fin de semana celebramos una de las tres  
Festividades Servitas —la de los Siete Santos Fundadores 

(cuya fiesta se celebra el 17 de febrero)— que la  
Diócesis nos permite celebrar los Domingos cuando caen 
el Tiempo Ordinario. Las otras dos son la Fiesta de San 
Felipe Benizi (el Domingo más cercano al 23 de Agosto) 
y la de Nuestra Señora de los Dolores (el Domingo más 
cercano al 15 de Septiembre). 
 

Recordamos que la Orden Servita fue fundada por una 
comunidad de siete (santos) fundadores. Por eso, la  
comunidad, el sentido de pertenencia, el reconocimiento 
y la celebración de nuestra diversidad han formado parte 
del patrimonio de nuestra Orden desde sus inicios. 
 

En nuestra parroquia, contamos con cuatro grupos étnicos 
activos: anglo-europeos, latinos, indonesios y filipinos, y 
aprendemos y nos enriquecemos mutuamente. 
 

En nuestra cena-baile de San Valentín, que se celebrará el 
sábado, el menú incluirá birria y fajitas de la comunidad 
mexicana, así como pansit (un plato filipino similar al 
chow mein), además de un clásico pastel anglo-europeo 
de postre. La música también será variada. 
 

La semana pasada, la comunidad Filipina organizó  
nuestra primera noche de bingo parroquial en muchos 
años. El próximo Domingo, la comunidad Indonesia nos 
invita a todos a su celebración del Año Nuevo Lunar, con 
la tradicional danza del león/dragón. 
 

Tenemos un grupo de danza Mexicana que acompaña la 
imagen de Nuestra Señora de Guadalupe hasta el  
santuario durante la Novena Guadalupana.  Desde  
principios de Enero, contamos con un grupo de artes  
marciales dirigido por la comunidad Indonesia, llamado 
"San Miguel en San Felipe Benizi", que se reúne los  
Viernes y promete dar un enfoque Cristiano y  
caballeresco —como el de los Caballeros del Santo  
Sepulcro o los Caballeros de Malta— a esta tradición 
Asiática (todas estas órdenes de caballería medievales 
Cristianas seguían la Regla de San Agustín, al igual que 
los Servitas hoy en día). 
 

Nuestro Consejo de Mujeres continúa organizando  
celebraciones hermosas e inspiradoras que evocan  
mensualmente las tradiciones Anglo-Europeas más  
bellas. 
 
Los Siete Santos Fundadores estarían bien orgullosos.
