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PASTORS PONDERINGS  PENSAMIENTOS DE NUESTRO PARROCO 

Dear Parishioners, 
 
We find ourselves at the Third Sunday of Lent. 
 
And this week we will be holding our annual Parish  
Mission preached together by Fr. Rick (in English) and 
Fr. David (in Spanish).  They will be reiterating Jesus’ 
invitation to all of us to “Come to the Well.”  The  
Mission begins with their preaching today, will continue 
with two more nights of preaching on Monday and  
Tuesday evening.  Then on Wednesday evening we will 
be offering our Lenten evening of Confessions.  Finally, 
we will conclude our Mission with a Unity (bilingual) 
Mass on Thursday evening.  The whole schedule is 
available in the Bulletin, on our FB Page and Website.   
We invite everyone to participate and even invite a few 
friends along who may not have been at church for a 
while as well.  It promises to be very, very good! 
 
Now … last Sunday, I wrote here about the Spiritual 
geography of the Lenten Journey: (1) the Desert, (2) the 
Mountain Top, (3) the Well, (4) the Pool, (5) the Grave, 
(6) the Holy City set on a Hill.  This Sunday, I thought 
to underline some of the Old Testament heroes and 
friends that the Liturgy invites us to remember on our 
Journey as well: 
 
On the First Sunday of Lent, we always recall our first 
parents, Adam and Eve, who, perhaps since no one came 
before them, “made a mistake” (sinned), and put us into 
the still at least partly fallen world in which we find  
ourselves in.  Over the years, I’ve come to appreciate 
that they really were “first” and so “made mistakes.”  
We need to forgive them for that. 
 
On the Second Sunday of Lent, we meet Abraham, who 
as we heard last Sunday was invited by God at 75 to 
leave the land he had known, to follow him.  He did so, 
and we are all here today because of his brave decision. 
 
This Sunday, the Third Sunday of Lent, we focus on 
Moses, another “old man” who God called to do great 
things.  And in the face of a newly liberated and often 
still confused people, he was given the often thankless 
task of interceding for them to God to meet their needs. 
 
Next Sunday, we will meet David, who God called as a 
young man, to establish his kingdom on Earth.  Many of 
the problems we face in life, these men faced as well.  
Let us see in them people who can teach us to walk  
closer to God.  Happy Lent to all!

Los 
invitamos a todos a participar e incluso a invitar a algunos 
amigos que quizás no hayan asistido a la iglesia por un  
tiempo. ¡Promete ser muy, muy bueno! 
 

El Domingo pasado escribí aquí sobre la geografía espiritual 
del Camino Cuaresmal: (1) el Desierto, (2) la Cima de la 
Montaña, (3) el Pozo, (4) la Piscina, (5) el Sepulcro, (6) la 
Ciudad Santa enclavada en una Colina. Este Domingo,  
pensé en destacar algunos de los héroes y amigos del  
Antiguo Testamento que la Liturgia nos invita a recordar 
también en nuestro Camino: 
 

En el Primer Domingo de Cuaresma, siempre recordamos a 
nuestros primeros padres, Adán y Eva, quienes, quizás  
porque nadie los precedió, "cometieron un error" (pecaron) 
y nos pusieron en el mundo, al menos en parte caído en el 
que nos encontramos. Con los años, he llegado a  
comprender que realmente fueron "los primeros" y, por lo 
tanto, "cometieron errores". Debemos perdonarlos por eso. 
 

En el Segundo Domingo de Cuaresma, nos encontramos con 
Abraham, quien, como escuchamos el Domingo pasado, fue 
invitado por Dios a los 75 años a dejar la tierra que había 
conocido para seguirlo. Lo hizo, y todos estamos aquí hoy 
gracias a su valiente decisión. 
 

Este Domingo, Tercer Domingo de Cuaresma, nos  
centramos en Moisés, otro viejito a quien Dios llamó para 
hacer grandes cosas. Y ante un pueblo recién liberado y a 
menudo siempre confundido, recibió la tarea, a menudo  
ingrata, de interceder por ellos ante Dios para satisfacer sus 
necesidades. 
 

El próximo Domingo, encontramos a David, a quien Dios 
llamó de joven para establecer su reino en la Tierra. Muchos 
de los problemas que enfrentamos en la vida, estos hombres 
también los enfrentaron. Veamos en ellos a personas que 
nos puedan ayudar a acercarnos a Dios. ¡Feliz Cuaresma a 
todos!
