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PASTORS PONDERINGS

Dear Parishioners,

This Sunday, Divine Mercy Sunday, which ends the
Octave of Easter underlines the “why” of the Passion /
Resurrection of Jesus.

If Easter Sunday is all about the declaration of Jesus’
Resurrection, and all the days since underline the same,
today we are reminded that Jesus was not a magician,
nor a superhero, nor simply “better” or “more powerful”
than us. God the Father first let Jesus suffer and die for
us and then raised him for us so as to show us that he
cares for all of us, and despite our multitude of sins, he
still wishes the best for us, and certainly wishes that we
not fear anything, not even death, assuring us that even
after death, the final word on our lives belongs to Him.

And as is typical of the Gospels, we hear this expressed
in the story of “doubting Thomas” who may have simply
been a somewhat more emotional person than the rest of
Jesus’ Apostle.

As I’ve said many times here, we weren’t created by
God as ants nor as clones, but rather as human beings,
and so with a wide variety of temperaments and other
talents.

Thomas showed the emotional side of his nature
previously in John’s Gospel when in face of the other
disciples’ fear of returning to Jerusalem (after nearly
having been stoned the last time they were there), he was
the first (and perhaps only one) to respond, “let us go
and die with Jesus in Jerusalem.” The others were
scared.

So it would necessarily be surprising that Thomas would
have taken Jesus’ death harder emotionally than the
others, enough so that he would have been too depressed
to come out to be with them the night when Jesus, risen,
first appeared to them. And yes, he expressed this with
his doubts that they were telling him the truth. He had
seen or heard about Jesus’ death, he had seen or heard
about “the holes” in his limbs and in his side. Those
images weighed on him perhaps more than others.

But when Jesus came and Thomas did see him, it was he
who dropped to his knees and declared: “My Lord and
my God!” Again, emotional.

God loves us all, God understands us all, God is merciful
to us all! Happy Easter, once again!

PENSAMIENTOS DE NUESTRO PARROCO
Queridos Feligreses:

Este domingo —Domingo de la Divina Misericordia, con
que se termina nuestra celebracion de la Octava de
Pascua— subraya el «porqué» de la Pasion y
Resurreccion de Jesus.

Si bien el Domingo de Pascua se sobre todo sobre la
proclamacion de la Resurreccion de Jesus —y todos los dias
transcurridos desde entonces subrayan la misma
proclamaciéon —, hoy se nos recuerda que Jesus no fue un
mago, ni un superhéroe, ni simplemente alguien «mejor» o
«mas poderoso» que nosotros. Dios Padre permitio, en
primer lugar, que Jesus sufriera y muriera por nosotros; y
luego lo resucitd, también por nosotros, para mostrarnos que
nos ama a todos y a pesar de nuestra multitud de pecados,
sigue deseando lo mejor para todos nosotros. Ciertamente,
desea que no temamos a nada —ni siquiera a la muerte—,
asegurandonos que, incluso despues de la muerte, la Gltima
palabra le pertenece a El

Y, como suele ocurrir en los Evangelios, vemos esto
expresado en la historia del «dudoso Tomdas», quien tal vez
fuera, sencillamente, una persona mas emotiva que el resto
de los apostoles de Jesus.

Como he dicho muchas veces desde el pulpito, Dios no nos
cre6 como hormigas ni como clones, sino como seres
humanos; y, por tanto, nos dotd de una amplia variedad de
temperamentos y otros talentos.

Tomas ya habia mostrado el lado emotivo de su

naturaleza en un pasaje anterior del Evangelio de San Juan:
ante el temor de los demads discipulos de regresar a Jerusalén
(después de haber estado a punto de ser apedreados la ultima
vez que estuvieron alli), €l fue el primero —y tal vez el
unico— en responder: «Vayamos también nosotros a morir
con Jesus en Jerusalény». Los demds estaban asustados.

Por consiguiente, no deberia sorprendernos que Tomas se
hubiera tomado la muerte de Jests con una carga
emocional mas intensa que los demas; tanto, de hecho, que
se sinti6 demasiado abatido como para salir y reunirse con
ellos la noche en que Jesus, ya resucitado, se les aparecio
por primera vez. Y si: expreso ese estado de animo a través
de sus dudas, cuestionando si le estaban diciendo la verdad.
El habia visto —o habia oido hablar de— la muerte de
Jesus; habia visto —o habia oido hablar de— «las huelas»
en sus manos y pies y en su costado. Esas imagenes pesa-
ban sobre él, tal vez, mas que sobre los demas.

Pero cuando Jests llegd y Tomas pudo verlo con sus propios
ojos, fue él quien cayo de rodillas y exclamo6: «jSefior mio y
Dios mio!». Una vez mas: un gesto profundamente emotivo.

iDios nos ama a todos! jDios nos comprende a todos! jDios
es misericordioso con todos nosotros! jFelices Pascuas, una
vez mas!
