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PASTOR PONDERINGS

Dear Parishioners,

The latter part of the Easter Season places attention on the
coming of the Holy Spirit.

We hear in the First Reading that Apostles Peter and John
were invited by the Deacon Philip to visit a Christian
community that he had been forming in Samaria.

The episode reads like the presentation of an early
Confirmation — Philip the Deacon had baptized the community
“in the name of Jesus.” However, the Apostles (our Bishops
being their successors) were needed to both Confirm the
validity of the Baptism and transfer onto them the Holy Spirit.
The words that St. Luke used were not exactly these, but
pretty close. Note that at the time, there were only two classes
of ministers: the Apostles truly an elite group, the first of
which had known Jesus since the beginning of his ministers,
and then Deacons who were first ordained to minister to the
Greek preferring Christians, but soon came to be involved in
preaching (poor St. Stephen didn’t end up well in this regard!)
and evangelization (St. Philip became something of a prime
example in this regard, having been involved in the
Evangelization of not only the Samaritan community referred
to here but also of an Ethiopian official who he met on the
coastal road (far from Jerusalem) the whole community had to
flee the city as a result of the persecution that followed

St. Stephen’s martyrdom. Note that there were no priests
ordained initially in the early Church only Apostles (whose
successors came to be called Bishops) and Deacons.

One can also find hints of the order of the liturgies of the early
church in passages like that of Jesus encountering the two
disciples on the Road to Emaus (the disciples would first
meet, then “Jesus” would explain to them Scriptures which
included initially the Law and the Prophets, and finally they
would _recognize Jesus_ in the breaking of bread). St. Paul of
course offered an early account of the institution narrative in
his First Letter to the Corinthians, where he recounts what he
had first heard, that “Jesus took bread ..., and then took a cup/
chalice of wine ...” These recollections, came to be developed
as time went on in the Didache, and the writings of St. Justin
Martyr and St. Hippolytus describe in the 200s. By the time
of St. Gregory the Great (400s), the Roman Rite which we use
was largely set (we would definitely recognize it).

All this is to remind us of the action throughout the Ages of
the Holy Spirit, through the Apostles, their successors the
Bishops and its various lesser ordained ministers to the people
of God itself. That Holy Spirit links us across time and space
to its beginnings which we hear about on Sundays, and
especially during this time of Easter.

It really is a marvel. Happy Sixth Sunday of Easter!

PENSAMIENTOS DE NUESTRO PARROCO

Queridos feligreses:

La ultima parte del Tiempo Pascual centra su atencion en la
venida del Espiritu Santo.

En la Primera Lectura escuchamos que los apdstoles Pedro y
Juan fueron invitados por el didcono Felipe a visitar una
comunidad cristiana que €l habia estado formando en Samaria.

Este episodio se asemeja a la presentacion de una
Confirmacion primitiva: el didcono Felipe habia bautizado a la
comunidad «en el nombre de Jestis». Sin embargo, se requeria
la presencia de los apostoles —cuyos sucesores son nuestros
obispos— tanto para confirmar la validez del Bautismo como
para transmitirles el Espiritu Santo. Las palabras que emple6
San Lucas no fueron exactamente estas, pero lo describi6 en
palabras senchabtes. Cabe destacar que, en aquel tiempo, solo
existian dos clases de ministros: los Apdstoles —un grupo
verdaderamente de élite, cuyos primeros miembros habian
conocido a Jesus desde el inicio de su ministerio— y,
posteriormente, los Didconos. Estos tltimos fueron ordenados
inicialmente para servir a los cristianos de habla griega, pero
pronto comenzaron a involucrarse en la predicacion (jpobre
San Esteban!) y en la evangelizacion (San Felipe se convirtid
en un ejemplo paradigmatico al respecto, habiendo participado
en la evangelizacion no solo de la comunidad samaritana aqui
mencionada, sino también de un funcionario etiope con quien
se encontr6 en el camino costero —lejos de Jerusalén—; toda
la comunidad tuvo que huir de la ciudad a consecuencia de la
persecucion que siguid al martirio de San Esteban). Notese que,
en la Iglesia primitiva, no se ordenaron sacerdotes en un
principio; solo habia Apdstoles (cuyos sucesores pasaron a ser
llamados Obispos) y Diaconos.

También pueden hallarse indicios del orden de las liturgias de
la Iglesia primitiva en pasajes como el del encuentro de Jesus
con los dos discipulos en el camino a Emats (los discipulos se
reunian primero; luego, «Jests» les explicaba las Escrituras —
lo cual incluia, inicialmente, la Ley y los Profetas— vy, final-
mente, reconocian a Jess_ en la fraccion del pan). San Pablo,
por supuesto, ofrecid un relato temprano de la narracion de la
institucion en su Primera Carta a los Corintios, donde ofrecio lo
que ¢l mismo habia recibido: que «Jests tomo pan... y luego
tomo una copa/caliz de vino...». Estos recuerdos fueron
desarrollandose con el paso del tiempo —plasmandose en la
Didaché— vy sus ritos quedaron descritos en los escritos de San
Justino Martir y San Hipolito durante el siglo III. Y en la época
de San Gregorio Magno (siglo V), el Rito Romano que hoy
utilizamos ya estaba, en gran medida, establecido (sin duda lo
reconoceriamos).

Todo esto sirve para recordarnos la accion que el Espiritu Santo
ha ejercido a lo largo de los siglos: a través de los Apostoles, de
sus sucesores —los Obispos— y de los diversos ministros
ordenados y del propio Pueblo de Dios. Ese Espiritu Santo nos
vincula, a través del tiempo y del espacio, con aquellos
origenes de los que escuchamos hablar los domingos y, de
manera especial, durante este tiempo de Pascua.

Es, en verdad una maravilla. jFeliz Sexto Domingo de Pascua!
